I magine being able to go to the beach
in Leucadia in the morning, shop in
downtown Encinitas in the afternoon

and dine at Restaurant Row in Cardiff in
the evening ... all without the hassles of
driving the busy 101 corridor or searching
for a coveted parking place. Beginning
Memorial Day weekend and ending Labor

Day weekend, you can do that every summer

weekend by hopping on the Coast Cruiser.

For example, the shuttle offers a convenient

way for residents to enjoy Encinitas
Environment Day on June 7th and the

Environmental Film Festival on June 6th-7th.
The Cruiser, which will operate Saturdays

and Sundays, is intended to entice residents

and visitors to get out of their cars and coast

up and down Encinitas for a mere $1 per

ride or $5 for a weekend pass. This pilot was

initiated by local citizens, elected officials
and the Highway 101 Coordinator. Pilot
funding is a collaboration among the City of

Encinitas, Mizel Family Foundation, private sponsors, advertising
revenue and San Diego County Supervisor Pam Slater-Price.

In addition to improving traffic congestion and parking
problems, the shuttle will enhance overall efforts to promote
commerce throughout the communities of Leucadia, Encinitas

and Cardiff. It will run about once an hour
and make 11 stops at beaches, shopping and
dining sites; offering residents a chance to
experience areas of their city they might not
otherwise explore.

The Cruiser is operated by Wherever
Shuttle. It features 12 seats, standing room,
a two-bike rack and a small space for
surfboards. The test shuttle is not handicap-
accessible, but NCTD will continue to provide
a bus handicap-alternative along 101.

This Cruiser Coasts on Recycled Oil

The Coast Cruiser not only will power
people to area restaurants, but also be
powered by the restaurants. The shuttle will
run on recycled, filtered oil collected from
local eateries; making the program green in
many ways.

Details are being worked out and
scheduling is tentative. As summer
approaches, you can obtain more information
