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A Doggone Great Day for Pets and People
Encinitas is a pet-friendly community. 

Dogs are welcomed at certain parks 
and even at a few outdoor cafés. The 
City of Encinitas supports this happy, tail-
wagging atmosphere by hosting an annual 
Pet Health Expo. 

The sixth annual Expo will be held 
on June 1st from 11 a.m.-2 p.m. in the 
Encinitas City Hall Courtyard at 505 South 
Vulcan Avenue.

According to Senior Management 
Analyst Michael Stauffer, who coordinates 
the event, the Pet Health Expo typically 
attracts 80-100 people, plus dozens of 

dogs, cats and other family animals. 
“The Expo is designed to promote pet 

health and safety,” he says, noting that 
the County Department of Animal Services 
will provide licensing, rabies shots and 
microchipping, all at a reduced cost. Late 
fees will be waived, providing an added 
incentive to keep your pet and others free 
from harm. Dogs must be on a leash and 
all pets must remain under their owner’s 
control.

People can pick up a variety of 
information from booths while pets enjoy 
free goodies and prizes. Expo details will 

be available at CityofEncinitas.org as the 
event nears. For now, mark June 1st on 
your calendar and get ready to share 
some quality time with your best friend.

Pedestrian-Friendly 101 Corridor Design Process Begins with a Walk

It’s not every day that a planning workshop facilitator receives 
a standing ovation from a large, enthusiastic crowd. But the 

North Coast Highway 101 Streetscape is no ordinary project and 
impassioned participants are eager to provide input regarding an 
area in which they take proud ownership. 

Community input is being utilized to create design concepts 
for the $4.2 million beautification, landscape, pedestrian, 
circulation and parking improvement streetscape covering the 
stretch of 101 from A Street to La Costa Avenue, as well as a 
detailed design for the segment extending north from A Street to 
North Court.

Longtime City employee and Encinitas resident, Senior 
Planner Diane Langager, who coordinates the project’s 
community outreach, says she is delighted at the turnout. 
“Our initial February 21st workshop attracted nearly 150 

area residents and business people. Many of them plus new 
participants came to our February 23rd walking tour workshop. 
Everyone was eager to share their ideas to make this key 
Leucadia corridor more inviting and pedestrian-friendly.”

The community-centric focus is echoed by Mike Nichols, 
project manager for the Solana Beach consulting firm, MW 
Peltz + Associates. He emphasizes, “We listen first, then start 
designing.” 

Among the community suggestions under consideration are 
re-canopying the corridor with trees and implementing traffic-
calming features such as roundabouts, pop-outs, lower speed 
limits, reduction in number and widths of travel lanes, back-in 
angled parking and pedestrian crossings at the railroad tracks.

An Ongoing Process
In addition to the February workshops, the team has reached 

out to nearly 4,200 property owners and occupants within a 
500-foot radius along the corridor. Meetings have been held with 
stakeholder representatives from North County Transit District, 
school districts, developers, a bicycle coalition and business/
community organizations.

It definitely is not too late to make your voice heard, Diane 
Langager confirms. The next workshop is anticipated for early 
May, and all are encouraged to attend.

Access Information and Assistance
The “e-Zoning” viewer allows you 

to obtain zoning information on any 
property in Encinitas quickly and easily. 
This powerful GIS-based application 
enables people to obtain information in a 
report format, including a map of the site 
and surrounding areas, a table showing 
applicable zoning, development standards 
and special overlay zones. Unlike hard 
copy maps and documents that can 
become obsolete as regulations or zoning 
changes, e-Zoning is kept up-to-date with 
current regulations and graphics. 

“Documents Archive” enables you 
to access current and historical public 
documents such as City Council meetings 
and agendas. Locate the desired 
document in the folder browser or search 
for it by entering keywords/phrases.

“e-Assistance” makes it easy to 
request information or services from the 
City. You can request service on specific 
assets within the City (such as street 
lights and sidewalks) by selecting the 
asset on a map and obtain the status of 
your request as it is being processed by 
staff. 

Register, Pay Bills, Subscribe to Updates 
“RecReg” allows users to view, 

register and pay for Parks and Recreation 
Department classes and programs.

San Dieguito Water District 
customers can use “Click2Gov” to make 
a payment, edit contact information, view 
consumption history, check account 
balance and change/retrieve PIN number.

Stay abreast of current information 
with “e-Subscriptions.” Select from 
categories such as City Council agendas, 
City news and notices of community 
input meetings. Once you subscribe, you 
will receive email notification and a link 
when these selections are updated on the 
website.
