STANDARD NOTES & SPECIAL ATTACHMENTS FOR
SWIMMING POOL CONSTRUCTION

BUILDING INSPECTION DIVISION PERMITS
(Ordinances 86-29, 87-02, 87-12; 87-19, 88-08, 88-16, 94-13;
Resolutions 87-107, 89-87; California Vehicle Code)

Instructions — the following Standard Notes are to be written on all plan submittals for swimming pool
construction prior to approval by the Engineering Services Department of Building Permit Issuance:

All work will conform to applicable City of Encinitas standards.

Contractor will obtain a Right-of-way Construction Permit, or Temporary Encroachment Permit, as
applicable, prior to working in the public right-of-way and at least two business days in advance.

All grading and right-of-way work will be subject to inspection by the Engineering Services Department.

Write destination of spoils:

Attach Haul Route and Disposition of Spoils forms. Haul Routes are handled by the Traffic Engineering
Division and generally will be required for those jobs whose export or import exceeds 50 yd®. Call (760)-
633-2704 for more information. Supporting documentation, which proves the final disposition of soils, will
be required; e.g. landfill ticket, grading permit, and letter of permission to grade. A grading permit may be
required for either the job-site and/or borrow/fill site if the exemption criterion set per Ordinance 88-16 is
not met.

Stockpiling of materials or spoils within the public right-of-way or any public easement will not be allowed.

Washing out of debris into the public right-of-way or any public easement, or into any protected flowage,
will not be allowed.

Vehicles shall not be parked or driven on public sidewalks.

Construction of under-drains within the public right-of-way will require issuance of a Right-of-way
Construction Permit.

Temporary access to the job-site across a side-yard or rear property line from an adjoining public right-of-
way or easement will require issuance of a Temporary Encroachment Permit, or in any case where access
is not commonly or legally taken.

The property owner and the construction contractor shall be held liable for any and all damage to public
property.
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11. Violation of these conditions will result in the issuance of a Stop Work Notice and payment of double fees.
In cases of illegal grading an absolute minimum of $700.00 + $0.45/yd® will be assessed. For illegal
encroachments, a minimum of $240.00 will be charged. Future and continuing violations will result in a
requirement to post a Security Deposit. Severe and flagrant violations will result in action against the
contractor’s state license through the Contractor’s State License Board, issuance of citations to appear in
Superior Court, and recordation of real property Notice of Violations. National Pollution Discharge
Elimination System (NPDES) violations may have severe repercussions involving state and federal
agencies, including but not limited to cease and desist orders and substantial monetary penalties.

12. A pre-construction meeting will be required at the job site. The swimming pool contractor and the assigned
Engineering Inspector shall be in attendance. See “DigAlert” and “Notice to Inspector” stamps.

13. Flood control fees will be assessed on all deck flatwork and any other new impervious surface at a rate of
$0.21/ft>. Collection will be no later than prior to final inspection.

14. Proper and precise final grades and drains will be field verified by the assigned Engineering Inspector no
later than prior to Final Inspection.

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SWIMMING POOLS AND SPAS
CLEANING, DRAINING, AND CONSTRUCTION

When any water flows out of yards or over pavement, it typically flows directly into storm drains. Many people
mistakenly believe the water in storm drains gets “cleaned” before reaching our waterways. This is not the
case. Everything that goes into the storm water conveyance system (drains, inlets and catch basins)
flows untreated directly into our rivers, creeks, bays, lagoons and ocean. This causes pollutants to enter
waterways, which is a violation of the State regulations, and is in violation of the City of Encinitas Municipal
Code. Depending on the pH, chlorine level, and possible presence of algaecides, your pool water may be
detrimental to water quality in our creeks, lagoons, and at our beaches. In addition, clean pool water flowing
down a gutter picks up pollutants that would have been collected and disposed of properly by City street
sweepers.

| CLEANING YOUR POOL |

How do I clean pool filters? It is best to clean the pool filter over a lawn, planter box, or other landscaped
area that absorbs the discharge. Collect solid materials (diatomaceous earth) on filter cloth, and then throw
the filter cloth away. Back washing filters or acid washing into the storm drains is not permitted. For pool
filters that discharge into the sanitary sewer via a legal sewer connection (installed usually at the time of
construction), the filter backwash fluids must have a pH between 5.5 and 11.0 before discharging into a sewer
connection and comply with applicable water quality requirements established by the sewer agency. Use
longer lasting filter media for a more effective filter system.

| DRAINING YOUR POOL OR SPA |

Can | discharge pool or spa water into the storm drain? No. As is, swimming pool and spa water contain
pollutants, which are harmful to the aquatic environment. Therefore, in accordance with City of Encinitas
Municipal Code Section 20.08.040: “Discharge of Non-Storm Water Is Prohibited”, untreated swimming pool or
spa water may not be discharged to the storm drain. However, if the water is de-chlorinated to <1 ppm and the
pH is between 6 and 9 pH units water may be discharged. No filter backwash or acid wash is permitted to
enter the storm drain. Discharge must not cause erosion.

So, then how do I drain my pool? Make sure the water is drained before it turns green which indicates
algae growth. Install a spigot or valve onto your existing pool pump/filter system, so that in the future, you can
irrigate your landscaping using a hose and sprinkler. Contact your local pool supply or plumbing contractor for
assistance. Drain pool water gradually onto a landscaped area to prevent erosion problems. Identify potential
permeable locations in your yard to which you could slowly drain your pool over a period of several days.

| CONSTRUCTION OF A NEW POOL OR SPA |

When constructing a new pool or spa, all materials must be contained and disposed of properly. These
materials include, but are not limited to plaster, gunnite, cement, sediment, and other such construction
materials. These materials must not be discharged into the storm drain.
